            Workshops can be provided upon request by individuals and organizations throughout North Mississippi.

            In 2008, the Institute received grants from USDA and HUD which allowed the Institute to expand its services to include one-on-one confidential financial literacy and housing counseling. 
            Financial literacy counseling includes:  budgeting and credit repair.  Housing counseling includes post-purchase, rental and foreclosure prevention.
